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You can support your child’s learning at home by:

v playing games to practise the skills e.g. setting up a shop at home encouraging children to answer
questions about number bonds to 20 and further e.g. 15 and 5; 8 and 12; 19 and 1 and so on...
challenging children to multiply numbers by 2, 3, 4, 5 and 10 in their heads and using skip counfing
reading word problems to note the meaning of key words, e.qg. increase/sum/total mean addition
using a calculafor to do calculations and find answers

practising subfraction with regrouping

accessing MyMaths regularly and having a good go at the challenges and tasks

encouraging them to access TT Rock Stars as much as possible in order to beat their best scores
2x,3x, 4x, 5x and 10x tables linking fo division facts

HUMANITIES

We will:
e continue to learn how to read maps and identify places on a map using grid references

e use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the UK and it's countries

e use aerial photos and plans — Google maps

e Use basic geographical vocabulary for key human features

¢ name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities in the UK

e use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to physical geographic features

e use the right geographical words to describe features (e.g. tfemperature, fransport, industry)

We will look into the
importance of this South American style of music; how the carnival plays a key role for Brazilians and
understand the importance of the skill call and response.

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You can support your child’s learning at home by:
using kitchen utensils fo create different noises on different surfaces in different rhythms

asking your child fo show you the three basic rhythms that all align together to create one samba groove
joining your child in drumming along fo the addictive pulse of Samba

listening fo different styles of music with your child and then talk about similarities and differences
encouraging your child to practise different rhythms
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FRENCH

The children will develop their understanding of vocabulary linked to colours, numbers and greetings.
Key words we will be using are:

v' noir (black), blanc/blanche (white), vert/verte (green), bleu, (blue), jaune (yellow), marron (brown),
rouge (red), gris/grise (grey) and orange (orange)

v'un, deux, trois, quatre, cing, six, sept, huit, neuf, dix

v’ greetings: bonjour (hello), salut (hi), comment ca va? (how are you?), au revior (goodbye)

You can support your child’s learning at home by:

v’ asking them what they have been learning
v'watching online videos of counting to 10 in French
v'using ‘bonjour’ (hello) and ‘ca va?g’ (how are you?)

This term the children will focus on developing the important core multi-skills that underpin all sporting activity,
as well as our ‘REAL PE' challenges. We will also focus on embedding RESPECT in all we do; our Term 3 value.
