Important Uniform Reminder 

Please ensure that children wear the correct uniform to school. The wearing of jewellery, 

including earrings/studs is not allowed. Appropriate watches can be worn, but not 

smart watches that enable children to get online.

Starting as an initiative of the EU 

‘SafeBorders’ project in 2004 and taken up by the Insafe network as 

one of its earliest actions in 2005, Safer Internet Day has grown 

beyond its traditional geographic zone and is now celebrated in 

approximately 170 countries worldwide. 

 

From cyberbullying to social networking to digital identity, each 

year Safer Internet Day aims to raise awareness of emerging online 

issues and current concerns.
