The purpose of Art and Design education is to give pupils the skills, concepts and knowledge
necessary for them to express their responses to ideas and experiences in a visual or tactile
form. It fires their imagination and is a fundamental means of personal expression.
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While it is essentially a practical subject, art should provide opportunities for reflection and,
with increasing sensitivity, pupils should acquire the ability to make informed, critical
responses to their own work and that of others.

There is great pleasure to be derived from Art and Design and, through deeper
understanding; pupils can gain access to cultural richness and diversity. The appreciation
and enjoyment of the visual arts enriches all our lives.

Aims and Objectives (National Curriculum 2014)

The national curriculum for art and design aims to ensure that all pupils:

produce creative work, exploring their ideas and recording their experiences

become proficient in drawing, painting, sculpture and other art, craft and design
techniques

evaluate and analyse creative works using the language of art, craft and design
know about great artists, craft makers and designers, and understand the historical and
cultural development of their art forms.

Aims:

The aims of Art and Design are:

* To enable all children to have access to a varied range of high quality art experiences

* To provide an imaginative, innovative and co-ordinated art programme which will foster
enthusiasm for art and design amongst all the children

* To foster an enjoyment and appreciation of the visual arts and a knowledge of artists,
craftspeople and designers, through links with the local and wider multicultural community.
* To stimulate children’s creativity and imagination by providing visual, tactile and sensory
experience

* To help children explore the world aft first hand, using all their senses and experimentation,
and so gain knowledge and understanding of the world in which they live

* To develop children’s understanding of colour, form, texture, pattern and their ability to use
materials and processes to communicate ideas, feelings and meanings

* To inspire confidence, value and pleasure in art

* To cultivate children’s aesthetic awareness and enable them to make informed
judgements about art and become actively involved in shaping environments

* To teach children to express their own ideas, feelings, thoughts and experiences

* To develop children’s design capability

* To enhance children’s ability to value the contribution made by artists, craft workers and
designers and respond critically and imaginatively to ideas, images and objects
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Planning, Progression and Continuity

Early Years
During the Early Years, young children will be given the opportunity to explore colour, texture,

shape and form in two and three dimensions. The children will have access to a wide range
of constructions, collage, painting and drawing activities, using appropriate tools and art
materials. In order to tap their artistic potential, the children will be encouraged to develop
their own creative ideas.

Key Stage 1

During Key Stage 1, Art and Design is about expanding children’s creativity and imagination
through providing art, craft and design activities relating to the children’s own identity and
experiences, to natural and manufactured objects and materials with which they are
familiar, and the locality in which they live.

e Children will explore the visual, tactile and sensory qualities of materials and processes and
begin to understand and use colour, shape and space, pattern and texture, to represent
their own ideas and feelings.

e Children will focus on the work of artists, craftspeople and designers by asking and
answering questions, such as: ‘What is it like2’ *What do | think about ite’

Key Stage 2

During Key Stage 2, Art and Design is about fostering children’s creativity and imagination by
building on their knowledge, skills and understanding of materials and processes, through
providing more complex activities. Children’s experiences help them to understand the
diverse roles and functions of Art and Design in the world around them

Planning will follow the National Curriculum 2014

For each of these sections, there are separate objectives for KS1 and KS2. Teaching staff from
each Key Stage have discussed which of these objectives are most appropriate for each year
group and these have been divided up. By dividing these in to year groups, full coverage of
the curriculum is ensured. Our curriculum planning is based on a 1- year cycle (see Appendix
1). Staff then plan medium and short term plans from the long term plan.

We plan on a 1-year cycle to ensure each year group covers the required objectives. A
1 -year cycle ensures children are taught knowledge and skills (see appendix 2) that are
progressive and can be built upon each year. Our long-term overview mayps the art topics
studied in each term during each key stage. In some cases, we combine the geographical
study with work in other subject areas, especially history. At other times we arrange for the
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children to carry out an art experience study independently. British values and multicultural
links are made throughout.

Each class teacher creates a plan for each lesson, including specific learning objectives.
Children of all abilities have the opportunity to develop their skills and knowledge in each unit
and, through planned progression built into the scheme of work, we offer them an increasing
challenge as they move up the school.

Throughout, teachers ensure English and maths skills are incorporated into art study, allowing
core subjects to be built upon through a range of topics. Where appropriate ICT is used to
record or create artistic pieces

Assessment, Feedback and Marking

It is expected that work will be assessed in keeping with the school’s assessment policy. We
assess the children’s work in art by making informal judgements as we observe the children
during lessons. Work will be differentiated by ability and resources and where necessary and
once children have completed a piece of work it will be marked according to the school
marking policy. Where appropriate, children should be provided with feedback (verbal or
written) which allows them to focus on the next steps in their learning. After receiving feedback
children should have the opportunity to respond to it.

Inclusion

We teach art to all children, whatever their ability. Art forms part of the broad and balanced
education that all children are entitled to. Through our art teaching we provide learning
opportunities that match the needs of children with learning difficulties and we take into
individual’s needs and abillities.

Resources

There are a wide range of resources to support the teaching of art and design across the
school. All classes have a range of basic resources kept in the classroom; large bottles of paint
and some other equipment, including specialist books are kept centrally. Visits are planned to
enhance learning and give hands on activity. People with an interest, or expertise, in a
particular topic or area of art could be invited into school to work with the children. These
might be parents, grandparents, other family members, neighbours or representatives of the
local community.
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Role of Subject Leader
The expectation of subject leaders is outlined in appendix 3.

Role of Teacher Teachers
Class teachers are responsible for the learning and progress in art for all the children in their
class, as well as planning and resourcing appropriately differentiated learning opportunities.
