Homework

Spelling, Punctuation, Grammar & Handwriting

All children will benefit from having daily handwriting and spelling practise, and regular grammar and
punctuation sessions focused on meeting individual needs. all have individual targets for writing, such as to
include specific punctuation or using descriptive language and we will focus on these in all their writing.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v supporting them tfo learn their weekly spellings
v talking about their targets for writing

Book Study
All children have daily reading activities to boost their levels of confidence and enjoyment as well as their
comprehension skills, as this is a really important part of reading and one that can be overlooked.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v reading your child’s reading books with them for a few minutes every day (as well as other books)
v choosing another book by the same author, to read with your child
v encouraging your child to read a wider range of more challenging books, fo widen their experience
v discussing their personal targets for reading (as shared on their record sheet from parent’s meeting)

Mathematics

We will focus on fractions including adding and subtracting fractions, and applying them to word problems.
We will also develop the children’s understanding angles - naming different angles as well as measuring and
drawing them.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v playing games to practise the skills

v investigating different angles that are found around the home
v continuing to learn times tables and related division facts

Our focus will be the fimeline and society of the Anglo-Saxons and the Scots. We will learn about their daily
lives and how they changed Britain. The children will be investigate Anglo-Saxon gods and goddesses.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v researching the Anglo -Saxon settlement of England and what was happening in Scotland at the time
v evaluating the different ways that we find out about the past and how we can use historical evidence

Art and Design or Design Technolog

Linked to our History study, the children will be learning about the learning about Anglo-Saxon artefacts and
designing and creating their own versions. They will also evaluate and adapt their techniques as part of a
continuous cycle of learning.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v discussing how a variety of objects could be made.
v encouraging your child to attempt to design and/or make models

Science

We will be learning about what electricity is and how it was discovered. Children will construct circuits, start
fo create pictorial circuits and conduct an investigation info how easily different types of switches can break
and reconnect a circuit.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v investigating appliances which use electricity in their home and listing them
v exploring the potential dangers of using electricity and discussing how to keep safe

Computing
In the ‘Software Developers’ unit we aim to enable the children to create and debug simple programs and
use logical reasoning to predict the behaviour of simple programs.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v using “Scratch” to fry at home. It is a free download - search for via Google, it is great fun!

Music
Music will continue to focus on the ‘Class Orchestra’ unit, children will be:
e exploring rhythmic patterns and recognising repeated rhythmic patterns
e performing a repeated pattern fo a steady pulse
o performing with an awareness of different parts
]
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inventing lyrics to fit a set rnythm pattern
making improvements to their work
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The children will benefit from a programme called Real PE. This term the children will develop personal skills
with a focus on physical co-ordination and balance.

French will be taught fortnightly with Madame Crompton. This term we will focus on basic vocabulary and
developing confidence with conversational French. Through our focus ‘Who am 1?’ we will learn and use the
vocabulary around parts of the body — including the face, in order to describe someone and create our own
monster!

v asking your child to count and greet people in French - practising is shared in class

PSHCE

We will explore the notion of ‘Environmental Sustainability’. The children will consider how, what we each do
as individuals, impacts others all over the world.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v discussing how the water we use can affect someone or something else in another country
v encouraging your child to attempt to talk about climate change
